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I am so excited about the month of July! This month has the 

potential of being the greatest month of the year! Why is this such 
an important month? Because we have the privilege of being the 
tools that God will use to completely change the lives of children. 
As this month gets underway, final preparations are being made for 
this year’s Vacation Bible School. As that week approaches, you 
will begin to notice our Family Life Center making the transition 
from being just a beautiful building, into Saddle Ridge Ranch – 
where kids will be ridin’ the range and roundin’ up questions like: 
“What is God’s plan for me?” and “How can I be like Jesus?” At 
the end of the day, they’ll discover that God’s Word has all the 
answers.

When Paul wrote his first letter to the church in Corinth, he 
mentioned the equal importance of every step in the process of 
someone coming to Christ. He said, “I planted, Apollos watered, 
but God gave the growth.” Our wonderful church has always had a 
deep love for children. Our budget and our calendar prove that 
children are extremely important to us. It is abundantly clear that 
through our fantastic Sunday School ministry, children’s messages, 

and children’s church, our church has planted. Every Wednesday 
afternoon during the school year, through our AWANA ministry, 
our church has watered. Now, I can’t wait to see how God will 
give the growth through this year’s VBS. Please join me in praying 
for the children, as well as the workers, before, during, and after 
the week of VBS (July 18th thru 22nd).  

Historically, Vacation Bible School has always had a huge 
impact on children. Last summer, nearly 2.9 million children, 
youth and adults in 25,000 churches attended the Boomerang 
Express-themed VBS across the country. As a result, a total of 
88,410 professions of faith in Christ were recorded. As the 
Southern Baptist Convention compiles their statistics, Vacation 
Bible School always accounts for around 25% of the baptisms 
recorded throughout the year. The week of VBS is huge, and the 
children need you to pray for them.

Jesus did for them 
o Pray for those who have not yet entrusted their lives 

to Jesus, that during VBS, they will!! 
o Pray for the teachers and the workers and the rotation 

leaders 
o Pray for Gabe, Aimee, and Toni who will set the 

stage every evening in Worship Rally 
o Pray for me as I give the salvation message, that I 

will be clearly understood. 
o In short … pray that the Lord will send us a great 

harvest!!
